F rancis Marion University re-
cently opened its new Perform-

ing Arts Center in downtown Flor-
ence.  The new center represents 
several leaps forward for both the 

community of Florence and the FMU campus.  As an 
anchor for the downtown development of Florence, 
expectations are high that events will bring people 
and businesses downtown and revitalize this historic 
area.  For the University, the campus now has a 
classroom building away from the main campus.   
 This 61,000 square foot facility hosts an 849-
seat main stage, a 100-seat black box space, an out-
door amphitheatre, and an academic wing for the De-
partment of Fine Arts.  The FMU Department of Fine 
Arts will be a resident company as some music en-
sembles and theatre presentations will occur in these 
new performance spaces.    A flexible black box 
space is particularly exciting for the theatre program 
as the new intimate setting will allow a different ex-
perience for actors and audience.   
 The acoustical design of the main stage area 
includes an orchestra shell that can be moved into 
place for music performances.   This engineering 
marvel makes the Performing Arts Center the ideal 
space for such community arts groups as the Flor-
ence Symphony.  When the shell is not needed, it 
slides into a garage story area behind the stage and 
the hall becomes a multi-purpose theatre with a full 
counterweight system.   

 The opening gala for the FMU Performing Arts 
Center took place recently and featured performances 
by Roberta Flack, Judy Collins, and the Charleston 
Symphony Orchestra Spiritual Ensemble on the main 
stage as well as performances by the FMU Theatre 
Program, local dance companies, and the Florence 
Symphony.  All of these events were well attended 
and the audience was representative of the diverse 
community of Florence.   
 As an attendee at most of these events, I was 
again reminded of the power of the arts to bring a 
community together.  This building is the result of sev-
eral community members and organizations coming 
together and working with Francis Marion University, 
the city of Florence, the county and the state.  The 
result is a facility unlike anything this area has experi-
enced.   
 The inaugural season of the Performing Arts 
Center includes a Broadway series, a dance series, a 
concert series, and others.  Some examples of per-
formances include In the Heights , The Color Purple, 
Alvin Ailey II , Paul Taylor Dance, and Kathy Mat-
tea .  All of these acts would not be possible without 
the new facility.  
 The collaboration and the hard work that 
brought this beautiful performing venue into being is a 
testament to the passion that the arts inspires in indi-
viduals and groups and the power of the arts to bring 
people together.

 No adaptations, musicals or children’s plays; 
 Cast size maximum: 4; 
 Length: 10 minutes (no minimum); 
 Settings should be simple – no more than one 

locale; 
 Scripts must be emailed or postmarked NO 

LATER THAN OCTOBER 31, 2011 
 Please submit a cover letter (whether emailed or 

snail-mailed), a synopsis and a resume along 
with one copy of the play.  Cover sheet of the 

play should have title, author, author’s address, 
author’s telephone number and author’s email 
address.  This is a 10-minute play workshop.  All 
plays must be able to be performed in approxi-
mately 10 minutes. 

 The work must have a beginning that grabs your 
attention, a middle with some meat and charac-
ter development, and an ending that makes 
sense.  It can surprise you, shock you, make 
you laugh, make you cry, make you think, but it 
must have an ending.  

 Everything else!  Is the dialog natural for the 
characters created?  Are the characters ones 
that an audience will remember?  Something to 
tell someone else about?  In short, is it a good 
story!
